The cattles offered by the people and abandoned cattles are being taken
care by the Goshalas.

Green fodder sorghum is easily cultivable in dry lands. It is easily
digestible and contains more protein, carbohydrate and other nutrients when
compared to dry fodder. It can very well replace the dry fodder requirement to
the cattle and reduce the water consumption during summer.
